1. Handicap: 90% of 230 - Handicaps are individual. All 3 will be combined together to
form your team’s handicap total.

2. Average: Highest book average from the past 3 seasons of 21 games or more. (Back to
2021-22 season)

3. Tournament Start Time
a. Check In:12PM - Start Bowling: 1PM

4. Format
a. Qualifying: 12 Games of Baker Trios - 9-Pin No-Tap
b. Teams will move one pair to the right after 3 baker games. Teams will bowl on 4
pairs of lanes during qualifying.
Bowler 1: Frames 1, 4, 7,10
Bowler 2: Frames 2, 5, 8
Bowler 3: Frames 3, 6, 9
Stepladder Final - Top 4 teams after 12 games of Baker qualifying.
i.  4th Seed vs.3rd Seed / Winner vs. 2nd Seed / Winner vs. 1st Seed
ii.  Teams will bowl1game match. Winner moves on.

a. $50 Per Bowler ($150 Per Team)
